In addition, Isabel Anderton, self-taught writer and director
of ‘Young Offender’, the dark and unnerving short about a
young white inmate who becomes increasingly disturbed as he
serves out his time in a multi-racial institution for young
offenders, is the only female to win an award at this year’s
ceremony. The film is Anderton’s third short but the first to
win her critical acclaim.

A further coup is that Geoffrey Taylor will be giving his
views on industry news and personal ventures in a blog on the
Babelgum blog site (http://www.babelgum.com/blog/). Visitors
to the site will have the opportunity to pose questions
directly to the young director, asking his opinion and
thoughts on anything, from how to get started in the film
industry to tips on how to get the best from your actors.

The Encounters short film festival takes place annually in
Bristol every November and is acknowledged internationally as
one of the world’s most respected celebrations of the short
film genre.
